Fashion Design and Textiles
 This course is open to year 12 and 13 Secondary School students wanting to study fashion design at entry level or as an extension to their school curriculum.  The classes will be limited to no more than six students and where possible students will be grouped with others of a similar ability.  We have a variety of industrial and domestic machines available and materials will be supplied.  A sample of the students sewing will help assess their skill level when applying for the pattern making course. . Unit Standards to be assessed will be advised when starting the course and tailored to the individual students abilities and future goals.
1:  Entry Level 
Students with little or no sewing experience will be able to learn about fabrics, gain basic sewing skills, interpret and follow a commercial pattern, and have the opportunity to construct a simple garment. 

 Course outline as follows;  
· Introduction to sewing room practices, set up and operate machines
· Select a commercial pattern and suitable fabric
· Construct a simple garment 

2:  Pattern making
Students need to have some sewing experience and a flair for design
· Create a skirt  block pattern for personal fit
· Learn pattern making principles to make pattern from block 
· fashion illustration – pencil sketch and technical drawing using illustrator
· Make a toile of skirt in calico
· Design and make an original garment to a high quality finish
