National Certificate in Educational Achievement (NCEA) Level 1
· To be awarded NCEA Level 1, you will need to achieve a minimum 80 credits at level 1 or above.

· These 80 credits can be made up of unit standards and achievement standards.

· Eight of your 80 credits must show that you have met basic literacy requirements.
· Your eight credits for literacy (language) can come from any mixture of:

· any English unit or achievement standards

· any Te Reo Maori unit or achievement standards
· any of the following Communication Skills standards

Read texts for practical purposes*
· 25060 
Independently read texts for practical purposes and to gain knowledge

*Unit standard 20560 replaced unit standard 2977 from 2010. However, unit standard 2977 can continue to meet the literacy requirement for Level 1 up until the end of 2011.
· Eight of the 80 credits must show that you have met numeracy requirements.

· Your eight credits for numeracy (maths) can come from any mixture of:

· any Maths unit or achievement standards

· any Pangarau unit or achievement standards

· any Statistics or Probability unit standards

· The balance of credits to reach a minimum total of 80 at level 1 or above may come from anywhere on the National Qualifications Framework (NZQF).
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
